Kuna City Council and the ACHD Commission voted to adopt an
alternative presented in the plan establishing a grade -separated
crossing of the UPRR tracks and Indian Creek from Swan Falls Road
to Linder Road near downtown Kuna. This option provides
connect sthe northern and southern areas of the City. The City of
Kuna Comprehensive Plan forecasts growth south of the railroad
tracks, including industrial areas and a commercial area at King Road and Swan Falls
Road. This new crossing provides connectivity and a ccessibility to this growth area of
downtown and south Kuna. In addition, this option provides travelers a greater reliability

for travel time and improves the function of the current route for those users traveling

west to east to access State Highway 69. Safety is expected to improve since the
exposure to a potential conflict will be eliminated when the current at -grade crossing on
Swan Falls Road is removed.
